FOR NEW YORK CITY DISTRICT COUNCIL OF CARPENTERS WELFARE FUND 

This is a summary of the annual report of the New York City District Council of Carpenters Welfare Fund, 

EIN 13-5615576, Plan No. 501, health plan, for period July 1, 2022 through June 30, 2023. The annual 

report has been filed with the Employee Benefits Security Administration, as required under the Employee 

Retirement Income Security Act of 1974 (ERISA). 

Board of Trustees Of New York City District Council of Carpenters Welfare Fund has committed itself to 

pay certain claims incurred under the terms of the plan. 

Insurance Information 

The plan has contracts with Amalgamated Life Insurance Company and Sierra Health and Life Insurance 

Company, Inc. to pay life insurance, accidental death and dismemberment and supplemental medicare 

claims incurred under the terms of the plan. The total premiums paid for the plan year ending June 30, 2023 

were $2,759,579.  

Basic Financial Statement 

The value of plan assets, after subtracting liabilities of the plan, was $698,977,029 as of June 30, 2023, 

compared to $723,338,656 as of July 1, 2022. During the plan year the plan experienced a decrease in its 

net assets of $24,361,627. This decrease includes unrealized appreciation and depreciation in the value of 

plan assets; that is, the difference between the value of the plan's assets at the end of the year and the value 

of the assets at the beginning of the year or the cost of assets acquired during the year. During the plan year, 

the plan had total income of $426,020,281, including employer contributions of $389,621,602, employee 

contributions of $4,892,963, realized losses of ($5,145,792) from the sale of assets, earnings from 

investments of $22,235,586, and other income of $14,415,922. 

Plan expenses were $450,381,908. These expenses included $13,771,229 in administrative expenses, and 

$436,610,679 in benefits paid to participants and beneficiaries.

The 

charge to cover copying costs given above does not include a charge for the copying of these portions of 

the report because these portions are furnished without charge.
